The main focus and highlight of the Fashion Roll Call educational and entertainment experience are the excellent workshops run by our music industry professionals. 
These workshops are beneficial for the following student types; Fashion Students, textiles, students interested in careers in make-up, hair and styling, business students and event students.  The school will be responsible for nominating 30 - 60 students to attend the workshops.
Workshop 1 – . Hands-on experience of setting up a runway
